They were
eggs collected through the generosity of the church congregation. Each family
brought some to the church, some one egg, some several, and our parents gathered
them to boil Easter eggs. Once boiled, our family would decorate the eggs with
simple drawings and messages. We drew small crosses, hearts, or smiley faces, and
wrote, "Happy Easter, celebrating the Lord's resurrection.” Then on Easter
morning, we distributed those eggs to everyone coming to the church, and to
anyone passing by the church. It was just sharing one egg, but that sharing opened
doors of the church, brought smiles, provided opportunities for conversation, and
was a very meaningful event that could satisfy someone's hunger. It was a small act
of sharing, but its meaning was profound.

As we journey through this season of Lent, preparing our hearts to receive
the joyous news of Easter morning, let us recommit ourselves to a life of sharing.
Let us seek out opportunities to embody the love of Christ in tangible ways, to be
instruments of peace and reconciliation in a world hungering for hope. May we be
reminded of the profound truth that in sharing, we find abundance. It is through
acts of generosity and compassion that we truly experience the joy and richness of
life. May our lives be a testament to the transformative power of sharing and may
the spirit of Easter continue to inspire and uplift us all.

Abbreviated Minutes
There has been a parts delivery and weather mitigated delay postponing the construction of
the solar panels.

The second floor HVAC system still requires substantial funding to replace the unit and
install it on the now required platform. The platform added another $10,000 to the
replacement cost.

The Ad Board was reminded by Rev. Yo Han that GSUMC will host soon to be retiring
Bishop Karen Oliveto on February 25, 2024.

The new Administrative Board for Ministries outlined four areas where GSUMC needs to
move forward: Logistics (more details on Church website, community outreach
strategies), Current Ministries (more effective ways to facilitate goals), Membership
(strategies for growth), Big Vision (GSUMC membership input of goals)

New Member lunch is scheduled for March 3, 2024

Re-commitment by GSUMC to maintaining and expanding Steven Ministries. The Church
membership will be updated about goals and training requirements for participation.

The process for approving budgeted and non-budgeted expenditures has been streamlined.

The joint Ad Board approved two long term (music-focused) rentals of the sanctuary. The times
do not conflict with GSUMC activities. The fees will augment Church income and fulfill the
GSUMC goal of community outreach.
